A WORD FROM THE WCUSS
PRESIDENT

Our commitment and continued support to the
World Council of Ukrainian Social Services
(WCUSS) is especially important this year since
the election of a new Ukrainian government in
January 2010. As Ukrainians of the international
community, we recognize the deepening recession,
continual falling of living standards, political and
economic pressures and environmental factors in
Ukraine.

Today, there exists anti-Ukrainian agitation, such
as suppression of the Ukrainian language in
schools, the preservation of churches, national
institutions, such as museums, etc. and in
particular, the revocation of the adopted law by the
Ukrainian Parliament of the Famine-Genocide of
1932-33. We are concerned with the serious chain
of events which have occurred and this will negate
growth and curtail the development of democratic
institutions, economic stability, civil society and
national identity.

We recognize Ukraine’s instability and its struggle
to become a democratic society, but it is the needy
that require assistance most.  The WCUSS
continues to work closely with the Social Services
of Ukraine (SSU) National Executive and their
branches,  providing  financial  assistance,
supporting activities, and creating new branches
where possible.

In August 2010 the Social Services of Ukraine’s
National Executive held its Annual Conference
with oblast presidents in Kyiv, to which I was
invited to attend. During the meeting, oblast
presidents reported their work during the past year.
Round table discussions focused on exchange of
ideas, new initiatives, and the resolution of
problems.
